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During an outbreak, the risk of occupational exposure to SARS-CoV-2, the virus that causes COVID-19, may vary from very high to low risk. The
level of risk depends in part on the industry, type of work performed, and the need for direct physical contact or repeated or extended time
within 6 feet in proximity to people known to be, or suspected of being infected with SARS-CoV-2. To help employers determine appropriate
precautions, OEHS has adopted the OSHA Occupational Risk levels to characterize work, consisting of very high, high, medium, and low.

While engineering and administrative controls are considered more effective in minimizing exposure to SARS-CoV-2, PPE may also be needed to
prevent certain exposures. While correctly using PPE can help prevent some exposures, it should not take the place of other prevention
strategies.

All types of PPE must be:

e Selected based upon the hazard to the worker.

e Properly fitted and periodically refitted, as applicable (e.g., respirators).

e Consistently and properly worn when required.

e Regularly inspected, maintained, and replaced, as necessary.

e Properly removed, cleaned, and stored or disposed of, as applicable, to avoid contamination of self, others, or the environment.

The most important things we can all do to limit the spread of illness are to:

e Stay home when you are sick and avoid close contact with others.

e Wash hands often with soap and water for at least 20 seconds. If water is not available, use hand sanitizer, with at least 60% alcohol.
e Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth with unwashed hands.

e Avoid contact with people who are sick.

e Coveryour mouth/nose with a tissue or sleeve when coughing or sneezing. Immediately throw the tissue in the garbage.

e Practice social distancing- Keep at least six feet between yourself and others as much aspossible.
